cases in the previous 12 months to be submitted.

e Must possess key skills and knowledge of labour relations.

¢ Must be able to recruit new members - indicate in the application the number of members recruited
over 12 months.

e Shop steward must not be appointed in a critical post or be appointed above salary level 8.

e Possession of a valid driver’s license and a vehicle, which the incumbent is willing to utilise for PSA
duties/activities.
